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1. EXPOSITION

Real Clipboard is an all-windows utility developed as an enhancement for the system clipboard. The program keeps hundreds of data items, which were copied to the system clipboard or drag-and-dropped to Real Clipboard directly, makes a hardcopy of its contents when system shutdown and restores data when power on. The pop-up menu of the program may be activated in many ways or may be always on top and visible. The program supports data items in text, RTF, HTML, bitmap and drag-and-drop file formats. Real Clipboard has user-defined clipboard collections, which are very convenient for frequently used information. A group of items or all items from user collection can be pasted at one mouse click. Items may be selectively printed or deleted. Some items may be scheduled to play multimedia files or launch programs at specified time. The scheduler allows creating talking clocks, which can chime and strike hours, listen to collection of audio files, connect to the Internet broadcasting (TV or radio stations) at specified time. Real Clipboard has a Camera to take pictures or color at any point of the desktop or other applications. It is a very handy program and it really saves time when working with various data sources. In order to estimate saved time the program has special informative counter (units of measure - USD).

2. INSTALLATION

Real Clipboard is distributed in archive RealClip31.zip. To install the program unpack the archive to the directory of your choice, e.g. “C:\Program Files\Real Clipboard” and run RealClip.exe.
If you already have an old version of the program, then to install a new one: unpack archive RealClip31.zip to a temporary directory and run RealClip.exe. Then the program will make diagnostic and open a message box:

	Another version of Real Clipboard is found (and it is running).

Would you like to install new version?

If you answer Yes, then

- (running version will be stopped),

- old executable file will be renamed with 'old' as extension,

- new executable file will be copied to the program's directory,

- all supplementary text files will be copied there also,

- new version will be launched.

If you answer No, then nothing will be changed and you may copy new version manually.




If you answer “Yes”, then after installation the temporary directory may be deleted. If you prefer to install Real Clipboard manually then unpack archive RealClip31.zip, close old program, if it is running, and replace RealClip.exe with the new one.

There are four files in the archive RealClip31.zip: RealClip.exe, RealClipGerman.dll, RealClip.doc (this file) and RealClip.bmp (example of user-defined hot-icon). All additional information, including RCB-files with samples of user-defined clipboard collections may be found at http://salnikov.mxhub.net.
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When RealClip.exe is started, it displays Hot Icon on the desktop by default and waits for its default hotkey <Alt + Shift + Insert>, <Ctrl + Shift + Insert>, or <Ctrl + Shift + V>. There is no start messages or other splash screens. The icon on the system tray (not configured by default) is an alternative to the hotkey. Leaving the mouse pointer at top of the screen for about a second also will activate the main menu. Initially the main menu has no active collection and you need to make at least one cut or copy to the system clipboard.

Note: If Real Clipboard is configured to have URLs (typed), Documents (opened/saved) and Documents (recent) as submenus, then it takes more time (5-10 sec) for internal initialization. Visually this status (busy) is indicated in red color on the Hot Icon or Hot Menu.

Changes made to the system by installation:

The program installs one executable file RealClip.exe, three text files and one bitmap file to the directory you specify in the installation. The program creates “Real Clipboard.lnk” file in system directory “Start Menu/Programs” and an entry in the HKEY_CURRENT_USER\ SOFTWARE\ Microsoft\ Windows\ CurrentVersion\ Run registry key to run Real Clipboard when Windows starts. The program creates file Clipboard.rcb for saving its contents (active collection) and configurations. The program creates RealClip.ini for saving some additional settings. Real Clipboard uninstallation will remove all of these changes in most cases.

Uninstallation

To remove Real Clipboard from the system, go to Settings -> Control Panel -> Add/Remove Programs, select Real Clipboard from the list and click Add/Remove button.

3. USAGE

Real Clipboard works as a clipboard viewer application, which means that it gets access to the system clipboard, when the user copies or cuts data from other applications onto the system clipboard. Besides the clipboard operations the program supports drag-and-drop method for the same data. Real Clipboard checks the format and the size of the data and saves it in its active [image: image42.png]Bmedoyirasshkov@usanet
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collection avoiding duplicates.

The program supports the following clipboard formats:
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- plain text format (without formatting information),
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- rich text format (RTF),
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- html format,
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- bitmaps and
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- drag-and-drop files.

3.1 Main menu

Active collection of Real Clipboard together with static and system collections is represented as a pop-up menu, which can be activated in one of the following ways (if configured in preferences):

· right click its icon on the system tray,

· leave the mouse pointer at top of the screen for a second,

· press any of its hotkeys, e.g. <Alt + Shift + Insert>,

· press alternative user-defined hot keystroke,

· right click Hot-icon,

· leave the mouse pointer on the Hot-icon for about a second.

The main menu may be configured to be always on top and visible. This mode is extremely useful if your monitor is big enough to hold the menu and you prefer not to use the hot-keys. Technically in this case it is not a pop-up menu, but Top menu, and there is no need to use any hotkeys, system tray icon or mouse at all. All above formats and user interfaces may be selectively enabled or disabled depending on the user’s preferences.

The main menu supports drag-and-drop operations to reorder and copy the items, to move item between active and static collections and to move items from and to other applications. In this case the system clipboard is not used at all. In order to copy (duplicate) the items press and hold Ctrl button.
The names of the items are calculated automatically from the content of the items and the tool tips show detailed information about the content including bitmaps (see the picture above). To retrieve the data from Real Clipboard and paste it into the document you should just click the corresponding item of the menu. As a result the data from this item with its all default formats will be inserted:

1) in the system clipboard,

2) in current cursor position of active window, and

3) the item will be moved to the head of the menu (or active collection).

All these occur at one click as a rule. However if point 2) has no effect, the system clipboard sure contains the data, which can be pasted in usual way. This may happen when active window loses focus and Real Clipboard cannot handle the situation. Therefore use the menu only where it makes sense, e.g. text or graphic editors or input forms. Another easy way to retrieve the data is drag-and-drop method; the system clipboard is not affected in this case.
When the menu is opened the keys 1, 2, 3… 9 retrieve corresponding items as well. There are also another shortcuts, which retrieve the menu items blindly, i.e. without opening the menu. The first three items of active collection may be retrieved without opening the menu. For this case there are additional “super-hot-key” sets: Alt-1,2,3; Ctrl-1,2,3; Alt-F1,F2,F3; Ctrl-F1,F2,F3. Any of these sets of hotkeys may be configured in the preferences. If set Alt-1,2,3 is chosen, then the hotkey Alt-1 always retrieves the first item from active collection, Alt-2 - the second, and Alt-3 - the third. Don’t forget only that the last retrieved item always becomes the first one in active collection. That means that the hotkey Alt-2 rotates the first two items, and Alt-3 - rotates the first three items. A little bit tricky, but very much helpful when get used to that, especially for manual HTML coding.

In most cases any single item contains several clipboard formats supported by the program, e.g. RTF, plain text, HTML, or Bitmap and HTML. In order to force retrieving particular format the following keys on the keyboard should be pressed and hold when selecting items from opened pop-up menu:

· <Ctrl> retrieves the plain text format,

· <Ctrl + Shift> retrieves HTML format from clips taken from web pages,

· <Shift> retrieves the plain text format, converted to uppercase when CapsLock is off, and to lowercase when Caps Lock is on.

When above listed keys are released, the text from the item will be converted into corresponding format and pasted to the document.

There are also a few keyboard shortcuts that can be implemented for retrieving selected item in particular clipboard format and conversion:

T - retrieves the plain text format,

H - retrieves HTML format of the items taken from web pages,

L - retrieves the plain text format, converted to lowercase,

U - retrieves the plain text format, converted to uppercase,

P - print highlighted item (see Settings for Print and Edit).

Besides the following keys will initiate special actions:

R - executes command string or launches the program associated with the type of the file from the clip,

K - skips playing multimedia file, for multiple tracks or wild selections,

S - stops playing multimedia file.

3.2 Context menu

Version 3.1 has no properties dialog any more. All settings and user preferences arranged as a context menu that is displayed when a user right-click any item in the menu. The context menu provides the following commands:
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 Paste As -
provides various paste operations:

Text -
retrieves highlighted item in plain text format,

Upper -
retrieves plain text, converted to upper case,

Lower -
retrieves plain text, converted to lower case,

HTML -
retrieves HTML format of the items taken from web pages.
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 Paste All -
performs pasting all items from the active collection at one click. 
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 New -
creates new collection for external menu.
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 Rename -
renames item or collection whichever is highlighted.
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 Edit -
calls editor for the item (see Settings for Print and Edit).
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 Delete -
removes highlighted item or collection from main menu.
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 Remove all - removes all items from collection.
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 Print - prints the item (see Settings for Print and Edit).
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 Run - 
executes command string or launch the program associated with the type of the file from the clip (see also Settings for Print and Edit).
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 Player -
provides operations on multimedia files from the items:

Play -
plays multimedia file from the item,

Skip -
skips playing multimedia file, for multiple tracks or wild selections,

Stop -
stops playing multimedia file.
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 Scheduler -
has a submenu with 2 items:

Start/Stop - activates or suspends the scheduler,

Edit -
calls the schedule editor (see Scheduler).
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 Preferences - opens configuration submenu (see Preferences).
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 Camera -
opens Real Clipboard Camera (see Camera).
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 Save and refresh - saves settings and redraws the main menu after preferences changed.
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 Pause/Continue - sets Real Clipboard in passive/active state.
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 Close - closes Real Clipboard.

Settings for Print and Edit

The program uses registered editors associated to file extensions: .txt for text files, .rtf for documents in rich text format, .bmp for bitmaps. Any item can be printed out or edited, if your system has proper settings for necessary file extensions. Printing and editing works fine with the following setting in Folder Options:

If you use other applications for these file types, then be sure that print action is supported with them, or configure abovementioned. In order to make so or to check current settings, find Folder Options in Control Panel and select the tab File Types. Then select required file type and click Advanced (or Restore) button and you will get Edit File Type dialog, where you can check or modify settings for open or print actions.

3.3 Preferences

To configure Real Clipboard, aim the mouse at Preferences item in the context menu and the preferences submenu will be displayed. This submenu provides the following settings:
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Hot Keys Menu activation

This option allows selecting preferable interfaces for activating main menu:

[Alt + Shift + Insert] - default hotkey for the program.

[Ctrl + Shift + Insert] or [Ctrl + Shift + V] - optional hotkeys.

“Mouse at top of the screen” - enables activating the main menu when the mouse is pointing to the top of the screen for a second.

“User defined hot key” - allows you to define additional hot keystrokes for main menu activation.

“Super Hot Key” gives an opportunity to retrieve items without opening the menu. The first three items from active collection may be retrieved without the menu. For this case there are additional super-hot-key sets: Alt-1,2,3; Ctrl-1,2,3; Alt-F1,F2,F3; Ctrl-F1,F2,F3. If set Alt-1,2,3 is chosen, then hotkey Alt-1 always retrieves the first item from active collection, Alt-2 - the second, and Alt-3 - the third. Don’t forget only that the last retrieved item always becomes the first one in active collection. That means that the hotkey Alt-2 rotates the first two items, and Alt-3 - rotates the first three items. A little bit tricky, but very much helpful when get used to that, especially for manual HTML coding.

Hot Icons & Hot Menu

This option allows selecting preferable hot-icon image: None, Simple Bitmap, Windows Classic, Digital Clock, XP Style, XP Style Clock, External Bitmap. Real Clipboard Menu is a hot-menu (or Top menu) that is always on top and visible. Hot-menu does not require any hotkeys at all. Hot-menu may be minimized, maximized or moved anywhere on the screen with left mouse button. It has busy state indicator and digital clock in the title. Hot-menu supports drag-and-drop items as alternative to the system clipboard. In order to copy (duplicate) the items within collections press and hold Ctrl button.

If any of Hot-icons is selected, then a little “hot icon” appears on the screen. This icon can be moved anywhere on the screen with left mouse button. Right button activates pop-up menu. Double click opens the context menu. The icon indicates busy state, when processing large cuts. Hot Icons supports drag-and-drop method for selected information; the system clipboard is not used in this case. When using Hot-menu drag-and-drop method can be started at the item’s icon.

Hot-icons and Hot-menu has 3 colors, indicating different statuses of Real Clipboard: red – the program is busy doing its work, green – the program is idle and listening to the system clipboard, drag-and-drop, hot-keys etc., gray – the program is passive and the service is suspended. External Bitmap presents an icon from RealClip.bmp, which is customizable resource. The bitmap may be changed according your preferences for the desktop.

The “Mouse on Hot-icon” option enables/disables activating the main menu if the mouse has been pointing to the Hot-icon during a second.

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“Icon on the taskbar” - shows/hides Real Clipboard icon on the system task bar. Right click the icon opens the main menu. Double click the icon opens the context menu.

“Right click menu” and “Left click menu” define what mouse button opens the main menu.

Internal paste emulation

Hotkeys <Shift + Insert> or <Ctrl + V> are used for internal paste emulation. Pasting files through “Drop file” method instead of clipboard allows choosing the most convenient method for file transfer operations. The program accepts files, that is "copied" or "cut" into the system clipboard from the system file explorer. When pasting these files into some document, Real Clipboard proposes two methods: first - using the system clipboard (Drop file option is unchecked) and second - the last stage of drag-and-drop operations (Drop file option is checked). On different operating systems and different applications one of these methods may be successful whereas another fails.

Insert position and misc.

“Insert Position” defines where (in Head or in Tail) new incoming cuts will be inserted.

“Sound” option allows accompanying every new entry with various system sounds:

None, Speaker, Asterisk, Exclamation, Hand, Question, Default.

“Autosave” option sets Real Clipboard to save active collection after each new entry.

Available formats

This option sets acceptable formats to filter out others, which are not required to be saved. There are five formats: Plain text, RTF (Rich Text Format), HTML Format, Bitmaps and Drop files.

Extensions and Submenus

This option includes in system collection of the main menu the following submenus:

“Current time” -
various time formats.

“URLs (typed)” -
the most recently used URLs in Internet Explorer, i.e. the most recently visited web sites.

“Documents (opened/saved)” - the most recently opened/saved documents. 

“Documents (recent)” - the most recent documents.

Apply -
allows to update the main menu after changes are made.

Limits and counters

“Max items (2-120)” sets the capacity of active collection from 2 to 80 items (default 8).

“Min text size (1-120)” prevents saving short texts. Only the cuts, which have longer size than defined in this option, will be saved. Lower size limit can be from 1 to 120 characters (default 3).

"Max item size (Kbytes)" prevents saving large texts and bitmaps to the active collection. Sometimes there is no sense to overload the active collection with large cuts. "Max item size" sets upper limit for acceptable texts and bitmaps. Zero value makes no upper limit.

Counters: up to three incrementing counters may be implemented in specially prepared items (see below).

Autostart and security

By default the program is registered to start automatically on the system startup process. To disable this option, check “Disable autostart”.

It is known that by default there is a way to monitor the contents of the system clipboard and send it to a remote server-side script for further processing. This can be used in a malicious way to steal the clipboard contents. That means that when online, it is not safe to use the system clipboard for sensitive information – emails, addresses, passwords – just about anything, which could then fall into the wrong hands (IE Clipboard Stealing Vulnerability). In order to increase the level of security in this respect, check the option “Keep the system clipboard empty”. In this case all cuts that were successfully saved in active collection of Real Clipboard will be erased from the system clipboard immediately.

Another way to avoid using the system clipboard is drag-and-drop data to Hot Icon or Hot Menu and from them.

Menu font

This option allows to set appropriate font for the main menu and Hot-menu. This option is useful for national character set coding.

Language

This option allows selecting user interface language. Additional libraries (RealClipGerman.dll, RealClipHungarian.dll or RealClipRussian.dll) depending on the language are required.

Program registration

This option provides an input field to enter registration key, which can be received upon registration.

About

This option opens informational window, indicating the version number, registration status and amount of money saved by the program. The program’s logo has link to Real Clipboard home page.

4. STATIC COLLECTIONS

Real Clipboard collections are saved in RCB files. The file "Clipboard.rcb" is reserved for active collection. To create a new static collection open context menu and select "New", then enter a new name for the collection and click OK. The new collection is created of the content of active collection and its name is listed in the menu. Additional items can be added to the collection using drag-and-drop method.

The same result may be achieved if rename or copy the file Clipboard.rcb to another rcb-file with different name. The program needs to be restarted after this.
Now static collection is created and ready to use. Significantly, that all items of any collection may be pasted into a document by one click only from the context menu opened for the collection. This is incredible useful when writing, for example, mail messages with attached files.

5. COUNTERS AND LINKED ITEMS

Suppose you need to write daily reports with incremental number: "Daily report N" and send it by email. Real Clipboard has three counters where such incremental numbers can be kept. Here is the format for an item from static collection with counter:

Name:
+1Daily report %d 

Text:
Daily report # %04d 

The sign "+" in the name means, that the item needs special processing, i.e. the name and text have formatting string. Next to the sign "+" goes a number 1, 2 or 3, which defines one of the three counters. The real numeric format follows those control information. Mind that the control information (+1, +2 or +3) always stays in the beginning of the name of the item, not in the text. The sequences “%d” and  “%04d” is to be replaced by the current value of corresponding counter according to C-language agreement. When inserting an item with the counter the program increments the counter for the next usage.

Besides these counters Real Clipboard can link several items in tab-chains to be used at one click. Mentioned above daily reports should be sent every day to the same address. Here is an example of 3 linked adjacent items:

The first item has sign "+" in the beginning of the name, which means that this item has special processing. The two signs "++" in the end of the name cause two tab keystrokes to be simulated after text of the item has been inserted. This is for jumping over cc-field to subject-field when composing mail message. The last sign "+" activates also the next item processing. The second item inserts formatting string with the first counter, simulates pushing the tab-key and passes control to the next item. The third item inserts its text and concludes operation, because it has no control signs in the beginning of the name as well as in the end of the name. Menu icons of all linked items (except the last one) have tiny green mark in right-bottom corner. Mind also that counters and tab-chains can be defined and used only in static collections.

Note: The number of appending signs “+” is the same as the number of tab keys to be simulated between two linked items (relative tab-chain). For some applications this number should be specified as the number of tab keys between the first and the current field (absolute tab-chain). To find out what kind of chain should be prepared, one has to provide experimental check.

6. TEMPLATES

Templates in Real Clipboard make it possible to paste template from static collection with substitutions from active folder. Any item in static collection may be a template if it has sign "+" in the beginning of the name. All numbers in square brackets in the body are to be substituted from active folder correspondingly. The following is a sample of template for letters:

+Plain letter

You can find there collections of popular online radio and TV stations, templates for messages and ASX builder, talking clocks and chimes for scheduler.

In order to implement such template for email, copy the name of the user to the clipboard and paste the template from static collection to email body. The bracketed number [1] will be substituted with the first item of active collection, which is currently the name of user. The bracketed [date] will be substituted with the current date as well.

Several templates may be linked together (see previous article), for example: template for email address, template for subject and template for text. Using such linked templates you need just a few mouse clicks to create emails with the same text, but for different addressee.

The following is a template for ASX builder:

When pasting the template, the bracketed numbers [1], [2], [3] will be substituted with the items from active folder correspondingly.

Templates may be written in RTF format also. 

7. SCHEDULER

“Scheduler start/stop” item in the context menu switches on/off events scheduled for the items to launch programs, play multimedia files or connect to the Internet broadcasting. 

When user creates static collections and places there items for future use, some of the items are supposed to be used on a regular base, for example, every day at 5 o'clock, every Monday in the morning or every particular day of the year. Real Clipboard Scheduler allows activating and deactivating such items at specified time. To schedule an event highlight an item of text or drop format, open the context menu and select Schedule->Edit. This will open Real Clipboard Schedule dialog window for setting the event for highlighted item. The dialog window has the following fields:

- Title: the name of the item, which appears in the main menu.

- Files: body of the item, which may represent a URL location or one or several file paths with or without wildcards.

- Start: time, weekday, month and day of month to start the event.
- Stop: time, weekday, month and day of month to stop the event.

- Duration: duration for the event in hours and minutes.

- Interval: interval to repeat the event in hours, minutes and days.

- Use: 4 radio boxes to choose appropriate component for the event:

a) MediaPlayer ActiveX - to run multimedia in various formats:

MPEG, MIDI, asf, asx, avi, wav etc. including online broadcast,

b) Multimedia MCI interface for audio or video files,

c) Internal WAV player for sounds in waveforms (wav-files),

d) Command string or external program associated with the file types.

- Mode: 2 check boxes to select:

a) Random order (for wildcard selections, e.g. *.mp3),

b) Pause MediaPlayer (for MCI or WAV player).

- Status bar and progress bar for playing multimedia.

- Buttons for test, skip and stop the scheduled event.

Here is a view samples how to schedule some useful events (all folder and file names are fictitious):

1. Weekly timesheet.

Open window explorer, find in My Documents file TimeSheet.doc select it and copy to the system clipboard. Open Real Clipboard main menu, highlight just copied TimeSheet.doc item, open context menu and select Schedule/Edit for this item.

Set start at 9:00 and weekday on Monday. Select "External program" and click OK. Move the item in some static collection, make sure that schedule is enabled and apply the setting.

That's it. Every Monday at 9:00 TimeSheet.doc will be opened in MS Word on your desktop.

2. News at noon.

Put in Real Clipboard URL to your favorite online radio or TV station. Open Schedule for this item and specify start time at 12:00 and duration 00:15. Select MediaPlayer, save changes and you will never miss the news.

Audio streams are windowless, video streams have only resizable picture without any controls and borders.

3. Music box.

Open Schedule for some wild text item and specify in the title "Jazz", in the body "c:\My Music\Jazz\*.mp3. Set start and stop time for playback. Select MediaPlayer and Random order, save changes and enjoy the music.

4. Talking striking chiming clock.

For this toy you may need the following sound files:

01.wav, 02.wav, 03.wav, 04.wav, 05.wav, 06.wav, 07.wav, 08.wav, 09.wav, 10.wav, 11.wav, 12.wav, 13.wav, 14.wav, 15.wav, 16.wav, 17.wav, 18.wav, 19.wav, 20.wav, 30.wav, 40.wav, 50.wav, am.wav, pm.wav, hours.wav, oclock.wav, past.wav, intro.wav, timeis.wav, precise.wav, strike.wav, minto.wav, minpast.wav

Put in the item's body the following list of files, select WAV player and schedule when to start the clock, to stop and interval:

<UseAmPm>

C:\RealClip\Darren\<IfMinZero>intro.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\<Strike>strike.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\timeis.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\<MinHi>.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\<Hour>.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\hours.wav

C:\RealClip\Darren\<AmPm>.wav

The rules for the clock controls:

<UseAmPm> - select 12 hours mode;

<UsePastTo> - translates time to read as "MM minutes past HH" or "MM minutes to HH";

<Strike> - strikes the file repeatedly, corresponding to the hour (minutes equal zero);

<Min> - translates minutes to 00-59;

<MinHi> - "first digit" for minutes translated to 20,30,40 or 50;

<MinLo> - "last digit" for minutes translated to 01-19;

<IfMinZero> - plays the file at precise hour (minutes equal zero);

<IfMinNotZero> - plays the file when minutes not equal zero;

<Hour> - translates hours to 00-23 or 01-12 (am/pm);

<HourHi> - "first digit" for hours translated to 20;

<HourLo> - "last digit" for hours translated to 01-19;

<AmPm> - value translated to am or pm;

<IfPast> - plays the file if minutes are read as "XX minutes past HH"

<IfTo> - plays the file if minutes are read as "XX minutes to HH"

<Weekday> - value translated to full weekday name: "Monday", "Tuesday" etc.

<Month> - value translated to full month name: "January", "February" etc.

Of course for <Weekday> and <Month> you have to have corresponding wav-files: monday.wav, tuesday.wav,... january.wav, february.wav...

Some collections of wav-files for the clock can be downloaded from http://salnikov.mxhub.net.

8. CAMERA
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Real Clipboard Camera can be started from the context menu of the program. It is a top-most dialog window, which reflects the cursor position, RGB color in hexadecimal format under cursor and a bitmap fragment from the cursor. Arrow keys in the keyboard are also available as well as Esc and Enter keys. All these are available when the Camera dialog is active and the cursor is outside of it. If you click the mouse button outside the Camera dialog, the Camera loses focus, stops scanning and all its content gets frozen. To resume scanning, just click in Camera dialog and move cursor outside of it.

Image size can be changed by dragging the Camera dialog borders or from the system menu, which can be opened by click of the mouse right button on the title of the Camera dialog.

In order to save frozen image and/or color to the clipboard push the single button in Camera dialog. Two items will be saved: the first item - color that was under the cursor's hot-point in html-format, and the second item - bitmap image that was also under the cursor's hot-point and is in Camera scan window. The last item will be in the system clipboard and at top of active collection of Real Clipboard. Optionally you can uncheck Image - to save only color, or uncheck color - to save only image. Using keyboard you can save the image and the color by pressing Enter key.

9. HISTORY

Version 3.1 has no properties dialog any more. All settings and user preferences arranged as a context menu.

Version 3.0 has several Hot-icon images (XP style, digital clock, user defined) and a new feature - Top menu, which is always on top and visible. Top menu allows to get rid of hot keys and provides more effective access to the items. Version 3.0 has a scheduler - a new component that can play items as multimedia files, launch programs and execute command strings at specified time. The scheduler allows creating talking clocks that can chime and strike hours, listen to collection of audio files, connect to the Internet broadcasting (TV or radio stations) at specified time. Audio streams are running in windowless component, video streams - in a black box without borders and controls. No pop-up windows, no advertising. Version 3.0 has a new powerful feature - Templates, which makes it possible to paste template from static collection with substitutions from active collection.

In Version 2.9:

- significantly increased the speed of processing RTF clips,

- “super-hot-keys” make it possible to paste clips without activating pop-up menu,

- HTML format is supported when copying clips from web pages,

- the most recent URLs and Documents may be included in pop-up menu, 

- the pop-up menu may be presented in customizable font, which is important for localizations,

- additional keys for pop-up menu make it possible to paste items in upper/lower case, plain text, and HTML code.

In version 2.8 it is possible to print and delete items from the main pop-up menu. Format for BMP items from the Camera is changed to 24 bits true color. Pasting files, which were copied from the system file explorer, has now "copy" as preferred drop effect, thus the source files are saved in their original location.

Version 2.7 has new options of the properties: disable auto start, beep on getting new items, and append Pause/Continue and Close items to the pop-up menu.

In version 2.6 some bugs in new features (alternative hotkey, Hot-icon) were fixed. Hot-icon has an ability to activate pop-up menu when the mouse points to the Hot-icon.

Version 2.5 has a built-in self-installer and new features for active folder: paste files through drop file method, set Remove all and Paste all items for active collection, max item size (Kbytes), alternative hotkey, enable Hot-icon to activate pop-up menu. When the pop-up menu is active, keys 1, 2, 3… 9 are also available. Discordant colors of program design for different desktop themes are fixed in version 2.5.

Version 2.4 can serve rich text format (RTF). The hit of Real Clipboard version 2.4 is Camera - a feature that can capture screen colors and bitmaps and copy them to the system clipboard. When the system is rebooted the system clipboard is restored from the topmost item of active collection.
