TLC Help Files

There are several HELP selections. At the right hand end of the menu bar is the Help selection. The About, More selections give you information about the program. The About TLC selection has things you may need to know about getting in touch with us here at TLC Software. (Phone, Fax, email, etc.)

The selection for Help Files will allow you to open the help files directly. The TLC Help file is used to provide all of the “on-line” help that you have available throughout the program. You may open the file and click on any item of the alphabetical listing to see the help for a particular subject. (Windows 2000 users can open the help files by using the My Computer selection and selecting the help files in the Vehicles directory.) Use the scroll bar on the side of the listing to move up and down through the listing of items.

The How To  help file is a listing of instructions about how you do the various things in TRUCKS.

The Errors selection is a list of help with explanations for most of the error messages you may receive in using the program.

The help files are standard Windows .hlp help files. They are actually displayed by the Windows operating system using the Windows  WINHELP.EXE program. 

Throughout the program, where you enter information on a screen, you will have triggers that will bring help items for that entry to your screen anytime you press the function key <F1>.. This is called context sensitive help.
